In April ECS promotes the Ready for Success program specifically the Fresh as a Daisy project. Ready
for Success is a community ECS program that provides clothing, at no cost, to women who are entering
or re-entering the workforce. Companies and corporations as well as individuals donate the clothing
and accessories. Agencies working with laid-off workers, or displaced homemakers send clients to RFS.
Due to the challenging economic environment RFS is beginning to serve more and more women, many
from a changing demographic. Many of the women referred to Ready for Success are suddenly faced
with looking for a new job after having experienced stable employment for many years. They want to
and need to “look sharp” for an interview.

The women of St. Martin’s ECW requested that the dollars they sent to RFS be used to provide Gift Cer-
tificates for hair cuts for these women. If you would like to make a personal donation to this project you
may talk with Jennelle in the ECS office.
