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Extraordinary Time

Dear Friends,

Welcome to the long, green season after Pentecost, often called “Ordinary Time” in 
the church year.  After our long, bitter winter, Spring’s burst of new life seems anything but 
ordinary to me. The crops are beginning to come up, casting their green shadow over the rich 
black fields, promising us the fruits of our hard-working farmers’ labors.

As we move past the end of the Great Fifty Days of Easter with the celebrations of 
Ascension, Pentecost, and Trinity Sunday, we might think of our own growth in the green sea-
son after Pentecost.

What seeds has the Holy Spirit planted in your soul that will grow, thrive, and mature 
during the weeks before advent? What harvest, for yourself, your family, or for St. Martin’s do 
you anticipate?

There’s no reason for Lent to be the only season of spiritual growth and reflection. 
Maybe you’d like to join our on-going new membership class to renew your knowledge of the 
Church. Or perhaps you’d like to read some books of the Bible that are less familiar to you.  
During the summer, the lectionary takes us through the books of 1 and 2 Kings, the history of 
the monarchs of Israel and Judah, and then among the prophets Isaiah, Amos, and Jeremiah 
and their quest for righteousness and justice according to God’s commands to the people. If 
you read these books daily you will find the Sunday readings more meaningful and inspiring.

Or, you could try reading a psalm a day and meditating on its message. With a few 
days off for forgetfulness or travel, and some psalms long enough to stretch over multiple 
days, 150 Psalms would carry you through the end of October, just in time for a spiritual har-
vest.

For St. Martin’s my prayer is that we will grow in our mission and ministry as we con-
tinue to learn how to configure our work as Christ’s hands and heart in the world, and in Fair-
mont. We can do this as we work together as part-time priest and lay ministers, the priest-
hood of all believers. I wish you an extraordinary Season after Pentecost, filled with prayer, 
study, and inspiration. May the seeds of the Spirit thrive in all our hearts to guide each of us 
to answer God’s call to mission.

Glory to God whose power, working in us, can do infinitely more than we can ask or 
imagine: Glory to him from generation to generation in the Church, and in Christ Jesus for 
ever and ever. Amen. (Ephesians 3:20, 21)

Vestry Minutes   - St. Martin’s Episcopal Church     
May 12, 2010

The Vestry of St. Martin’s was called to order at 5:45 pm.  Mother Winnie lead us in 
Evening Prayer.  

Parishioner input:  Discussion was held on putting the budget in the Cloak and ½ 
Cloak.  It was decided to put it in the ½ Cloak on the 2nd Sunday of the month.  Also 
discussed was the fact that the Ascension service had not been announced sooner.

Senior Warden:   The Holy Hot Dish which was held at St. Martin’s went very well.  St. 
Martin’s Church gave $50.00 for the Community Meal at the UCC Church.  Also lots 
of donations have come in for the Second Harvest.

Junior Warden & Building & Ground:  The facet for the kitchen has been purchased 
for a price of $494.33 including installation which will be done by Day Plumbing.

It was a COMMUNITY EVENT of Service; neighbor helping neighbor.

The big question may be ?? Where on May 19th did all the volunteers come from?

They came to unload, set up tables, repack the food into family portions, register 
people, assist them with food from Second Harvestand then clean up afterwards.

The volunteers were people from - Sentence to Serve; current and retired teachers; Drug Court and mili-
tary personnel.   Members of St. Martin’s, St. Paul’s, Grace, First Congregational, Covenant, Immanuel, 
and other congregations from the Fairmont community and surrounding area gathered at the Armory.  
Some came from Harbor House.  There were REM clients and clients from the Work Force Center.  There 
were pastors and members of the FHS boy’s golf team. The Girl Scouts and Boy Scouts were there too.  
They worked side by side; they had all come to serve those in need.

27,758 pounds of food was brought from the Second HarvestFood Distribution Center.

The food had all been donated.  It was distributed to 389 households who came from four counties: Mar-
tin, Faribault, Jackson and Watonwan.  1,171 plus people received food.

The only financial cost for the distribution was the $475 for fuel to bring the truck from the distribution 
center to Armory.  Thank you St. Martin’s Vestry, ECS and those who personally donated.  Thank you to 
those from St. Martin’s who volunteered in this OUTREACH PROJECT.  In my 40 years in the Fairmont Com-
munity this has to be the Biggest and Best Church/Community Outreach in Fairmont’s history.
