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Practicing Resurrection*1

Alleluia, Christ is risen! Our joyful words inform our whole outlook as we enjoy this early 
Minnesota spring. After the long hard winter, resurrection seems especially immediate when spring 
and Easter coincide so perfectly. During our Easter season (“the great 50 days” between Easter 
and Pentecost), our Sunday lectionary keeps us in the Acts of the Apostles, Revelation and the 
Gospel of John. This combination is a great way to remind us of the process of building church 
experienced by the earliest Christians (Those who belonged to “the Way, ” as they are called in 
Acts).  On the third Sunday of Easter we read the last chapter of the Gospel of John, about the 
disciples’ encounter with Jesus on the lakeshore, where he cooks them a breakfast of freshly 
caught fish and directs Peter to “feed my sheep.”  In her study guide to the Gospel of John, the 
Rev. Dr. Cynthia Briggs Kittredge writes that this ending of the Gospel of John suggests to us that 
Easter does not end with our celebrations of Pentecost and Trinity Sunday. For John, Easter does 
not end because Jesus continues to appear, to speak, to show signs and wonders to us, his faithful 
followers. 

The Holy Spirit guides and inspires us to continue these encounters with our risen Lord in 
our daily life and work.  Kittredge writes that we might think of Bible study as mainly about talking 
and thinking about Jesus, but John’s Gospel shows us “the interplay of seeing, hearing, witnessing, 
and writing and the diversity and multitudes of ways to communicate the Holy. “ We could include 
all our senses to this list: those fish cooking on the charcoal fire bring us scents and tastes of our 
Lord’s nurturing hospitality; and the touch of his hands in healing, reviving, welcoming echoes 
through the Gospel of John as well. 

At the end of her book, Kittredge offers an invitation to her readers to engage the Gospel 
and our never-ending Easter celebration with your own experience. I recommend this exercise to 
all of you—how about a creative exhibition of your efforts as part of our Trinity Sunday obser-
vance? Here are Kittredge’s words:

I invite you to make this conversation flesh. You have been nourished by the 
sensibility and style of the Fourth Gospel. Write or tell of a sign or appearance of Jesus, 
an Easter story of your own.  You might do this alone or as [a group]….You might incorpo-
rate into it reflection on the story that has formed your community [or church], and you 
might imagine the concrete circumstances and telling details (as John does with the char-
coal fire, the fragrance of perfume, …)which speak of your past, present and future.  What 
would you be doing? What would you be eating? Who would be there? Where would you 
be? How would you tell the story, and what means would you use to evoke a response of 
recognition and of faith for those who hear it? How would tradition and innovation, mem-
ory and surprise interact in your story? Try  this and see what you learn.  Adapt these 
instructions. Come and see.

May you continue in the blessing and wonder of Easter,
