Dear Friends,

We have an exciting new year of educational plans at St. Martin’s. first, on September 
12, children will register for Sunday School; and each student will receive a prayer grand-
parent—a member of the congregation (of any age) who will pray especially for the 
Christian Formation and well-being of that child. Since that is also grandparents’ day, 
children are encouraged to bring their grandparents to church so they can learn about 
their grandchildren’s Sunday school plans.

The following Sunday, Sept. 19, St. Martin’s will be celebrating an early Blessing of the 
Animals in honor of St. Francis of Assisi whom we honor every year on our calendar on 
the 4th of October. This blessing will coincide with the Animal Walk and will help benefit 
the animal shelter with a special offering. We hope the slightly earlier date will bring good 
weather for an outside celebration. The children will be rehearsing the well-loved song, 
“All Things Bright and Beautiful” on the 12th so that they can contribute their precious 
voices to our singing on the 19th.

For our midweek adult formation and junior confirmation classes, we will be trying some-
thing new—an evening of multigenerational Christian Education, studying the Bible, the 
Prayer Book, and various things Episcopalian (including a hot dish) on Wednesday eve-
nings. The first meeting of that group will be Wed. Sept. 15 at 6 pm. This idea grew out of 
the request by last year’s junior confirmation class to have an evening rather than an af-
ternoon meeting time. An evening meeting time allows us to meet together with the fami-
lies or friends of confirmation class members and other people in the parish (and/or the 
public) who would like to learn more about their faith. A tentative name for this gathering 
is “Holiness and a Hotdish”—a very long take on the popular gatherings that many urban 
churches are holding in local taverns or coffee shops, often called “Theology and a Pint,”  
“The Bible and a Beer,” “Coffee and Christianity,” and so forth. For the intergenerational 
gathering, we won’t serve beer, but we can promise food, fellowship, fun and faith forma-
tion.  The evenings will begin with food, then study, and close with prayer. I hope that you 
will consider joining this gathering when you can. The confirmation class and their fami-
lies will be the core of the group (and will soon get letters and phone calls about it) but 
everyone is welcome, so come and bring your questions, doubts, curiosity, and a dish to 
pass and we will see where the Holy Spirit leads us.
